This project was formed to acquire one of the three remaining shuttle orbiters for display in a newly constructed museum of science and history that includes and expands the current Brazos Valley Museum of Natural History.   We anticipate that this new museum will be located on the Texas A&M Campus next to and in cooperation with the George Bush Presidential Library and Museum.
The Brazos Valley Museum of Science and History will be a premier research museum and will fill an important need in the Brazos Valley for public education.  With a shuttle as its focal point, the Museum will become a paragon of continuing public science and history education.
